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Rocket Phonics

At Bassett Green we use the SSP programme
Rocket Phonics in YR, Y1 and Y2.

Children have daily phonics lessons and have
regular opportunities to read and write in class.
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Lesson structure

Rocket Phonics teaches one letter-sound correspondence over two
days in YR and Y1.

Day 1 - blending skills (for reading
Day 2 - segmenting skills (for writing)

By learning a sound over 2 days, children have lots of opportunities to
practise reading and writing words or sentences with the new sound.

In Y2, children are learning many ways to write a sound, known as
sound families. They are often revisiting sounds that have been
previously taught.
